The first in a series of AL4LIFE events from Work
Package 4, “Matching alumni and students for better
employability”, was held on November 12, 2024, at the
Faculty of Education in Leposavi¢, beginning at 5:00 PM.

Following opening remarks and a presentation about the
ALALIFE project by the Dean of the Faculty of Education
and the University’s ALALIFE Team, three alumni who
teach in local elementary schools led a two-part
workshop.

The first part of the workshop focused on the alumni’s
experiences applying an innovative pedagogical method
based on teaching in nature. They emphasized the non-
technical skills essential for teachers to successfully
plan and organize this type of learning, including
communication, efficiency, collaboration, enthusiasm,
creativity, and prioritization.

In the second part, the alumni led a demonstration class,
allowing all attendees to participate and, through
interaction, practice and improve their own non-
technical skills.

Following the workshop, a Montessori Corner was
officially opened on the ground floor of the Faculty of
Education building.

| consider myself not only optimistic, but also, after many
sacrifices and survival in the most diverse circumstances,
a realistic person. | believe that the Serbian story in
Kosovo and Metohija will not be over as long as the
University of Pristina exists with at least a fraction of its
former glory.
